Fischer-Tropsch wax is a white, hard wax with a very high melting point and low viscosity.  The 
Fischer-Tropsch process is the method for synthesis of hydrocarbons and other aliphatic 
compounds.  Synthesis gas, a mixture of hydrocarbon and carbon monoxide, is reacted in the 
presence of an iron or cobalt catalyst: much heat is evolved, and such products as methane, 
synthetic gasoline, waxes, and alcohols are made, with water or carbon dioxide produced as a by 
product.   
 
This wax is used in blends, floor waxes, coatings, candles, hot melts and adhesives as a 
component that increases the melting point without increasing the viscosity.
